Testing

e  Many schools are now Test Free and Test Optional

e UCand CSU are officially Test Free indefinitely - will not consider SAT/ACT scores for admissions.

e Currently many other colleges are Test Free as well as Test Optional. Over1,800 colleges are Test Optional.
o TestOptional schools will not penalize students who choose not to submit test scores.

e  Some schools DO require SAT/ACT:
o University of Tennessee, University of Georgia, Georgetown, MIT UNR (for scholarships)
o  Checkeach school's wehsite

o Students are automatically registered
o PSAT Pre-Administration required during late start Octoher 3
